The Institution aims at 

ensuring easy availability and adequate supply of safe and quality blood and 

blood components collected from students, the N.C.C. Unit, teachers, and 

voluntary blood donors from the community. 

The collected blood is stored and transported under the supervision of the 

trained staff of the Indian Red Cross Society. By preserving this policy, blood 

transfusion is utilized by needy people in Jalgaon district and the 

neighborhood.
